This is not a message from your 
bank.  These scams are being aimed at various banks in the area so 
please inform friends and family not to respond to these messages. 
   Your bank does not contact it’s customers to request information 
such as account number, password or PIN.  Never give this informa-
tion over the phone. 
   If you have any questions or concerns please contact your bank 
directly.
